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Broomfield 100 Years Ago This Month 
 

Parish Church Choir 
 

One of our congregation recently came across the photograph opposite in the 

Essex Records Office. The vicar in the middle of the photo is the Revôd. George 

Alexander Bunbury MA. He was the Vicar of Broomfield from 1925 to 1930 so 

the photograph can be assumed to have been taken sometime in that period. It 

was taken in the churchyard at the west end of the north aisle. The stained glass 

window behind the choir does not now exist of course having been blown out by 

a German bomb in 1943 but we  do have a description of the window which was 

in memory of the Revôd. John Pound Smith. Revôd. Smith was Broomfieldôs 

Vicar between 1876 and 1878. The description of the window was included in 

the January Round Tower but is reprinted below. 
 

The Chelmsford Chronicle of 3rd January 1879 reports that ña very handsome 

stained glass window has just been placed in the church of this parish by Mr 

Clayton, of the eminent firm of Clayton and Bell. It is situated at the west end of 

the north aisle, and is presented as a memorial of the late respected vicar, the 

Revôd. J. P. Smith. The window consists of three lights with tracery above in the 

Decorated (sic) style. Each of the three lights contains a full sized figure, and 

these figures represent respectively the persons of Noah, John the Baptist, and 

Moses. In the smaller divisions of the tracery are the mottos ñOne God, One 

Faith, one Lord, One Baptismò. The features of the persons represented are  

extremely good, and the workmanship throughout is of a high class character. At 

the foot of the window runs the inscription ñIn memory of John Pound Smith, 

late vicar of this parish. He died Oct. 10 1878, aged 57 years.ò   
 

Including Revôd. Bunbury there are twenty-one people in the picture, one of 

whom is likely to have been the organist, which leaves nineteen choir members! 

There is a good mix of ladies, men and boys but no young girls. If you have any 

idea of the names of the members please let me know. 

 

Annual Vestry Meeting 1926 
Our Annual Vestry Meeting and Annual Parochial Church Meeting take place on 

12th April. This is a report of the 1926 meetings from the Chelmsford Chronicle 

of 16th April of a 100 years ago.  ñMr H Herbert Seabrook was nominated as 

Vicarôs warden, and Major A Williams was elected as peopleôs warden. The 

electoral roll now numbers 180 an addition of 40 and Mr W J Staines was 

thanked for bringing it up to date, and unanimously elected hon. sec. of the 
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Church Council.  Three  representatives to the Ruridecanal Conference were 

electedï Miss D Christy, Mr H H P Seabrook and Mr W J Stainesðand the  

following were elected to the Church Council: Mrs Ainger, Miss Vine,  

Miss D Christy, Mr & Mrs  Wiseman, Messrs Nunn, R Ellis, Knott, R. Clay, 

Chennells, W G Staines, Parsons, Fawsett, Jiggins, Barnes, Blackburn, Wharton, 

Hayward, J Cottee and Mrs Nash. The sidesmen were re-elected with the addition 

of Messrs R Clay, J Cottee and Wharton. The Council extended cordial thanks to 

the church officers, bellringers, Sunday School teachers and the choir, and  

expressed much regret at the loss of the organist Mr A G Suckling, resigned, on 

leaving for Becontree. The Churchwardenôs accounts showed a credit balance of 

Ã17 12s 9d. Special collections amounted to Ã148 5s 2d and the offertories for 

church expenses totalled Ã107 10s 9d and the alms fund Ã12 6s 11d. The Vicar 

made sympathetic reference to the late Mr Abbott.ò 
 

There are a few things in this report which I find interesting. These days both 

churchwardens are elected. A century ago the Vicar picked one and the  

congregation voted for the other. There was a huge jump in the electoral roll 
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numbers which suggests that 1926 was the year the Roll was revised. In any case 

180 is far larger than our present number. Ruridecanal is probably the equivalent 

of our Deanery Synod. The PCC in 1926 numbered 20 which is six more than 

our current group and had five women and 15 men whereas the current PCC has 

twelve women and just two men. Finally there was no such term as  

sidespersons. The job was for sidesmen and was entirely covered by the men of 

the congregation. 

 

Offer of new organ 
At the Annual Meeting Mr Richard Clay of the Orchards offered to instal a new 

organ in the Parish Church as a memorial to his father, mother and younger 

brother, to replace the organ given by Mr and Mrs Henry Collings Wells many 

years earlier. The Council, unsurprisingly, accepted the offer ðthe earlier organ 

being sold to a church in Rotherhithe where it is still in use. The newspaper  

report noted that the organ would be a two manual instrument in an oak case 

with 21 stops and tubular pneumatic action. 

 

Rural Council Affairs 
The Chelmsford Chronicle of 30th April contains a report on a meeting of the 

Rural Council (as opposed to the Chelmsford Corporationðlocal authorities 

were separated into urban and rural bodies at that time). There seems to have 

been a plan to improve the rural sewerage system with a proposed Broomfield 

Sewerage Scheme, the total cost being Ã13,118  10s 0d of which the Chelmsford  

Corporation would pay Ã2,788 14s 0d. With legal fees etc that would leave the 

Rural Council with a bill of Ã10,500. The recommendation was that the plans, 

estimates and specifications be submitted to a Mr John H Blizzard and adopted. 

Further it was recommended that application be made to the Ministry of Health 

for sanction to borrow Ã10,500 to be repaid over a period of 20 years. The 

Scheme was adopted. 
 

The same report noted that Broomfield Parish Council had urgently appealed for 

the erection of cottages on the Councilôs assisted housing site. The Rural  

Councilôs Housing Committee recommended that application be made to the 

Ministry for sanction to 10 pairs of houses to be eligible for Exchequer Grant. 

This was agreed. Broomfield Parish Council had also written to the Rural  

Council to say that the Council was strongly against the proposal for the public 

lighting for the village and recommended that ñthe suggestion for  

public lighting made by Mr Goulton be not entertained.ò This was also agreed. 
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Primitive Methodist Church 
According to the Chelmsford Chronicle of Friday 23rd April 2026, ñthe  

Primitive Methodist Church was favoured on (the previous) Sunday and  

Monday by a visit from Revôd. Thomas Jackson, a most successful missionary in 

slum work, who has been associated with Whitechapel for fifty years. Over thirty 

years ago he founded the great Primitive Methodist Mission there, since when 

over a million starving children have been fed free of charge, 32,000 men given 

free supper, bed and breakfast and thousands of poor women helped. On Sunday 

he conducted the morning and evening services and gave an address in the  

afternoon.  On Monday the missioner (sic) conducted a womenôs meeting and an 

evening meeting. The weekend collections amounted to Ã5 13s 5d of which  

Ã3 5s 5d was sent to help on the Whitechapel Missionò. 

 

Junior Womenôs Institute 
On Tuesday 13th April the theme of the meeting of the Junior Womenôs Institute 

was Robert Louis Stevenson. Miss R Christy spoke on his life and work and 

there were reading and recitation competitions based on some of his literature. 

Miss K Harris was first for reading and the Misses M Blackburn and V Cook 

shared the recitations. In the fancy head dress competition the Misses D Baxter 

and G Bradley received prizes. The Chelmsford Chronicle of 16th April reports 

that the evening closed with refreshments, country dancing and the Institute cho-

rus.

Some other words that help to define 
faith are trust, confidence and believing. And for good measure here are a few 
scriptural descriptions of faith: ó The confident assurance that something we 
want is going to happené the certainty of what we hope for is waiting for us, 
even though we cannot see it up ahead ó. The Bible tells us, ñWithout faith it is 
impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to Him must believe that 
He exists and that He rewards those who earnestly seek Himò. (Hebrews 11: 6)  
It also tells us, ñFaith comes from hearing the message and the message is 
heard through the word about Christò. (Romans 10: 17)  And the Apostle 
James writes ñFaith énot accompanied by action, is dead. (James 2: 17.)      
 

Faith, though it may be felt, is not a feeling at all. The fact is you can have faith 
and feel nothing - and you can feel nothing and still have faith. Nor is it related 
to intellectual or theological knowledge. Your IQ and level of education have 
nothing to do with your capacity to exercise faith. Effective faith calls for an 
act of your will. It is a choice you make to fully embrace what God says in His 
Word. When that happens, it creates a heart climate that motivates you to act in 
keeping with what you choose to believe.

Three years after the Russian Revolution of 1917, a great anti-God rally was 

arranged in Kiev. The powerful orator Bukharin was sent from Moscow, and 

for an hour he demolished the Christian faith with argument, abuse and  

ridicule. At the end there was silence. 
 

Then a man rose and asked to speak. He was a priest of the Russian Orthodox 

Church.  He went and stood next to Bukharin. Facing the people, he raised his 

arms and spoke just three triumphant words: óChrist is risen!ô 
 

At once the entire assembly rose to their feet and gave the joyful response, óHe 

is risen indeed!ô It was a devastating moment for an atheist politician, who had 

no answer to give to this ancient Easter liturgy. He had not realised he was 

simply too late: how can you convince people that God does not exist when 

they have already encountered Him?

I hope you will accept my theme for my pondering this month  -  ómoving on!ô I 

didnôt choose the readings for my last Eucharist with you on 1st March.  I have 

always considered it my duty to ósermoniseô on whatever readings the compilers 

of the Lectionary of Readings  provide for every Sunday of the Churchôs year. 

The Old Testament reading for 1 March was from the opening verses of the 12th 

chapter of the Book Genesis where God is recorded as giving the directive to 

Abram: óLeave your own country, your kinsmen, and your fatherôs house, and go 

to a country that I will show you.ô  Recalling this, the writer of the Letter to  

Hebrews in the 11th chapter comments: óBy faith Abraham obeyed the call to go 

out to a land destined for himself and his heirs, and he left home without  

knowing where he was to go.ô  I wondered at the time whether Bishop Adam 
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would preface his sermon by questioning whether this directive realised any  

parallel in my apprehension on leaving St Maryôs, but he didnôt maybe because 

as you would expect he and I had talked about my ómoving onô as far back as 

November of last year.  But I had no idea then that the Genesis passage would 

be set as the Old Testament reading for my last Sunday óin officeô at St Maryôs.  

I thought it quite appropriate, although on the one hand I am not aware that I am 

being called to an unknown destination, but on the other I am leaving the  

familiarity of the past nearly two years! 
 

The expression ómoving onô points to an experience with which we are all very 

familiar, usually not literally but metaphorically, although rarely consciously so.  

We all live constantly within the spectrum of time -  ópast-present-future.ô  We 

are locked in! For some of us ópastô is years long, so long that we have probably 

forgotten much of what happened within it; for children, teenagers, by  

comparison it is short.  As for ópresentô it is momentary, almost illusory but not 

so since we all experience ópresent,ô but it is like the flash on a camera; itôs 

coming is instant, but the moment what is future becomes present it is past: we 

may try to grasp it but it slips through our fingers, for a long time we may have 

awaited its coming, but the moment it comes it is past. As for ófutureô it has not 

yet come, and because it has not yet come, we cannot predict with certainty 

what it will entail. Even the familiar may not always be the same the next time it 

comes as it was the last time it came.  This means that the future may be  

welcome  -  or it may not! 
 

At the heart of every encounter, relating, activity, ambition, intention, is ófaithô;  

it canôt be any other way since although we live in óthe presentô, a moment ago 

óthe presentô was ófutureô, and the moment it becomes ópresentô it is ópast,ô and 

we are required to respond instantaneously. Then, now that óthe presentô is 

ópastô we find ourselves questioning whether we made the right response, the 

best response, the wisest response?  Whether the initiative we promoted was 

right or wrong, good, better, or best?  And if we got it wrong, not necessarily 

totally wrong, but a little bit wrong  - we ócould have done better,ô - what then?  

We cannot undo what we did or failed to do: itôs past!       
 

ófaithô with a small óf,ô is the experience of everyone.  None of humankind has 

any alternative. At the heart of every religion is what is referred to as óFaithô 

with a capital óFô offering its adherents ways of reflecting on what is past, and 

criteria, impetus, for the creating of, and responding to, the future. In Christian 

Faith, do you remember the familiar immortal words St John quotes in chapter 3 
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verses 16 and 17 of his Gospel: óGod so loved the world that he gave his only 

Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life. For 

God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world 

through him might be saved.ô Here is the universal invitation of Christian Faith:  

through the Jesus of Christian Faith there is órescueô for everyone, no matter 

how heinous theirs or our past!   
 

And as for the future?  We are of course recipients of what others have created, 

are creating, and will create.  Again we are locked into othersô future!  But of 

course we ourselves create  -  did you realise that?  Even in seeming inactivity 

we are creating by not overtly creating! Religions offer their adherents criteria 

for evaluating what others create, and ways of responding whether to accept or 

reject.  So what of our own creating, things yes, but more probably relating with 

others, be it within family, community, congregation, neighbourhood, society in 

general?  Christian Faith offers no end of directives, criteria.  Jews were  

directed: ñLove your neighbour as yourself .ò  Jesus, during his last meal with 

his disciples prior to his crucifixion added to the ancient missive: ñLove one  

another as I have loved you. As I have washed your feet (including those of  

Judas who was about to betray him), you ought to wash one anotherôs feet.ò -  

and remember in those days the job of washing feet was the task of the slave 

who had no status at all!  
 

I write this during Lent.  Itôs a time for pondering, reflecting, examining.  As in 

one sense I  literally ómove on,ô my invitation to you is to reflect on how you 

respond to being ólocked inô to this spectrum of time.  Paradoxically though 

ólocked inô we are also ófreeô to decide how we react to what is past, how we 

respond to or create  the óflashô which is the present, and the criteria we use to 

evaluate what we receive in the future, and what we ourselves create! 
 

You will read this during the Easter season. May the risen Christ within you  

enable and inspire you in your pondering!

Seasonal foods  
Right! So, we know that we should eat food when itôs in season but do we  

actually know whatôs in season and when? Well, this article is going to let you 

know what and when; not just UK wise but specific to Essex.  

 

But firstlyé 

Why should we eat food thatôs in season? 
 

Well there are many reasons: 

1. Seasonal produce contains more vitamins, antioxidants and minerals: The 
reason for this is because they are harvested at peak ripeness, which means 

they retain more nutrient benefits than fruit and veg from other countries. 

2. They taste better: Locally grown food ripens naturally which means they 
turn out sweeter, juicer and with stronger flavours compared to others. 

3. They have a lower environmental impact: When we buy foods that are in 
season it means that they havenôt had to travel by plane or boat so therefore 

we cut down significantly on the amount of greenhouse gases released into 

the atmosphere (and we all know this is very good). 

4. Supports local farmers: Buying in-season foods often means buying from 

local farmers. This strengthens our local economy and helps maintain      

regional agriculture. 

5. More variety in your diet: Because different foods are in season at different 
times of the year, eating seasonally means naturally encouraging you to   

rotate foods throughout the year. Which improves your overall nutrient    

diversity. 

6. ITôS CHEAPER: Inflation is crazy, and buying local means itôs cheaper! 

Your local fruit and veg doesnôt need to travel as far which means that your 

food doesnôt cost as much. 
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What foods should I eat and when? 

Good questioné 

In Spring (March ï May) recommended foods are: 

Veg ï asparagus; spring greens; spinach; radishes; new potatoes; and purple 

sprouting broccoli 

Fruit ï rhubarb 

Why is Spring produce great? 

Fresh, tender, and nutrient dense after winter. 

In Summer (June ï August): 

Veg ï courgettes; peas & broad beans; runner beans; beetroot; tomatoes;  

cucumbers; lettuce & salad leaves 

Fruit ï Strawberries (JuneïJuly); raspberries; cherries; gooseberries;  

blackcurrants; and blueberries 

Why is Summer produce great? 

Peak sweetness and flavour ð especially berries and tomatoes. 

In Autumn (September ï November): 

Veg ï pumpkins & squash; sweetcorn; leeks; carrots; parsnips; cabbage; kale; 

and mushrooms 

Fruit ï apples; pears; plums; blackberries  

Why is Autumn produce great? 

Hearty, warming ingredients perfect for soups and roasts. 

In Winter (December - February): 

Veg ï brussels sprouts; celeriac; swedes; turnips; winter cabbage; leeks; and kale 

Why is Winter produce great? 

Robust, long keeping veg ideal for stews and slow cooking. 

This sounds great to me ï why donôt you all give it a try!

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An Introduction to the Books of the  

Old Testament:  
 

Lamentations 

 

The Book of Lamentations consists of five laments over the destruction of  

Jerusalem and the exile of Judahôs leading inhabitants to Babylon. Tradition  

ascribes the book to Jeremiah, who witnessed Jerusalemôs destruction in 586 BC. 

Each lament is an acrostic i.e. each verse begins in order with a different letter of 

the Hebrew alphabet (except the fifth). 
 

The themes of the laments can be summarised as follows: Jerusalem in Agony 

(1); the LORDôs Anger (2); Judahôs complaint against Adversity (3); Jerusalemôs 

Anxiety (4); and Judahôs prayer to the Almighty (5). Lamentations portrays the 

overwhelming sense of loss that accompanied the destruction of the city, along 

with its Temple with its worship and sacrifices. However, the book is not simply 

concerned about Jerusalemôs destruction, but for the lessons that can be learned 

from it. 
 

Jeremiah sees the Babylonians as human agents of Godôs judgment upon Judahôs 

sin. It was God Himself who destroyed the city and temple. However, Godôs  

action was not arbitrary, for the people had deliberately sinned against Him and 

broken their covenant with Him. Although the peopleôs tears and cries for  

vengeance are understandable, God looks for a sincere heartfelt sorrow from the 

people. The book begins with lament, óHow deserted lies the city, once so full of 

people! How like a widow is she who once was great among the nations!ô 1:1), 

but finishes with repentance, óRestore us to yourself, Lord, that we may return; 

renew our days as of oldô (5:21).  
 

However, in the middle of the book there is a reminder of Godôs goodness and 

faithfulness: óBecause of the Lordôs great love we are not consumed, for His 

compassions never fail. They are new every morning; great is your  

faithfulness.ô (3:22-23).

Having seen an advert in the Round Tower magazine about Broomfield 

Methodist Churchôs appeal for ñTools with a Missionò, Ladies Group  

decided to find out more about the charity and invited John and Valerie  

Harper, volunteers for TWAM, to be our speakers in February. 
 

John explained that TWAM is a Christian charity that collects unwanted  

useable tools, refurbishes them, sorts them into ñtool kitsò and sends them to 

the developing world. TWAM have over 550 volunteers across the country 

and pride themselves by providing opportunities to older retirees as well as to 

people with physical and learning disabilities and refugees. 
 

Once the tool kits are assembled, they are packed into containers and shipped 

to Africa. Last year 18,552 kits were sent to 7 partner countries in  

sub-Saharan Africa. By working with these partners, they ensure the kits are 

used as intended. Any small spaces left in the container are filled with Bibles. 
 

John told us about 3 recipients of toolkits.  Kelvin, an orphan living in  

Zambia with his young sister had a job on a building site and wanted to learn 

bricklaying, but he had no suitable tools. With a ñbuilders kitò provided by 

TWAM he has now become a successful bricklayer and is passing-on his 

skills to others. Another recipient is Levina from Uganda. She had attended a 

training course and applied to TWAM for a sewing machine. She now makes 

clothes and sells them in the local market. Valerie showed us a colourful skirt 

made by Levina. Lastly ï Kay always wanted to be an electrician. After  

requesting an ñelectricians toolkitò he now has a thriving shop with many 

contracts. 
 

TWAMôs work is crucial in offering a way out of poverty for those who  

cannot afford to buy their own tools. By giving them the resources they need 

to develop manual skills they are able to develop a career and the ability to 

feed their families every day. 
 

There must be many unwanted useable tools in garden sheds and garages in 

Broomfield. Together with the Methodist church we plan to hold a collection 
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TWAM - Tools With A Mission (www.twam.uk)

You know what they are: those things you never knew you needed until you saw 

one in an advert. Then suddenly you felt that life would never be complete  

without one. 
 

And so, you brought home the spiraliser that makes vegetables look like  

spaghetti. And the pasta maker that you canôt quite figure out how to use. And 

the ice-cream maker that makes everything sticky and helped you put on another 

three pounds. And the robot vacuum which terrorises the cat. As for the bread 

maker, well at least it makes a good shelf on the kitchen counter. 
 

If this is you, you are not alone. A recent survey by Saga has found that 65% of 

us have experienced ógadget regretô. It occurs when we buy something and then 

wonder why we ever bothered, because who needs it anyway?   
 

Top of the list of regrets is the spiralizer ï 62% of us woke up one morning to 

realise that no one needs vegetables to look like spaghetti. Second place belongs 

to digital picture frames, which 52% of us regret buying. After that comes the 

pasta maker (45%), the ice-cream maker (42%), VR headsets (35%), the bread 

maker (31%), the internet-connected exercise equipment (31%) and finally, the 

robot vacuum (29%). 
 

What do we do with all this stuff? 46% of us keep it, even when we donôt want 

it.

óA heart at peace gives life to the body, but envy rots the bones.ô (Proverbs 

14:30). 
 

This month we are looking at the Deadly Sin of envy. As a consuming desire to 

have what others have got, itôs a major source of unhappiness. 
 

It is different to jealousy: óEnvy is wanting something that someone else has. 

Jealousy is the fear of losing something you already have to someone 

elseô (Brene Brown). We can envy things like wealth, looks and, possessions, 

resulting in resentment, bitterness and anger. The pursuit of possessing what 

others have will always leave us empty and dissatisfied, as the use of social 

media demonstrates. 
 

How do we overcome envy in our lives? 
 

Gratitude: óGive thanks in all circumstances; for this is Godôs will for you in 

Christ Jesusô. (1 Thessalonians 5:18). A grateful heart has no room for envy, 

when we focus on Godôs love for us and what He has given us, rather than 

looking at othersô gifts and opportunities. God has created us uniquely to be 

the people we are and different to others. As a result, we are better able to  

rejoice with those who rejoice and weep with those who weep.  
 

Trust: óAnd God is able to bless you abundantly, so that in all things at all 

times, having all that you need, you will abound in every good work.ô  

(2 Corinthians 9:8). One of the chief causes of envy is FOMO: Fear of Missing 

Out! We can trust that God knows everything that we need and so we donôt 

need to worry about missing out. By entrusting our lives to Him, we can  

confidently depend on God meeting all our needs.  
 

Is God truly enough for me? óThe Lord is my shepherd, I lack nothing.ô (Psalm
